Horse Racing
After Civil War - Horse racing moved from cities to country areas that were summer resort areas of the socially elite.

Thoroughbred racing connected to the aristocrats of Europe

American Jockey Club - founded late 1860s - Thoroughbred racing

Interested in:

1) Improving breed of the horses

2) Controlling all races in America

Churchill Downs (Louisville, KY) - May 1875 first race - becomes "capital" of horse racing in America

Harness Racing

During the 1840s Trotting became a major spectator sport.  Was viewed as the "common" man's sport.  

1870 - National Trotting Association (Harness racing very popular in U.S.)
