· Objective – forced choice answer test
· MMPI (Minnesota Multiphasic Personality Inventory) – Can aid in identification of  various mental illness
· 550+ questions

· True/False/Can’t say

· Patterns of response
· Built in “Lie-Scale”

· Used in conjunction with other measures to evaluate mental illness
· Objective

· The Meyers-Briggs

· Extrovert vs. introvert

· Sensing vs. intuitive

· Feeling vs. thinking

· Judging vs. perceptive
· Identifies a “Healthy” person’s personality

· Labels 16 types of personality

Personality Tests
· Projective – Developed/used by psychoanalysts

· Can’t help but use your own experiences and personality in the test
· Rorschach (Ink Blot)

· Identify different pictures/objects in the blot
· Psychologists use the themes that come out from the test to identify various issues
· Projective

· TAT (Thematic Apperception Test)
· Series of ambiguous pictures

· Person asked to tell a story

· Psychologist gains insight in to person doing test
· CAT (Children’s Apperception Test)

· Projective

· Draw- A- House/Person/Tree
· Each element of the drawing suggests something about the person’s personality
Other Types of Tests
· Aptitude -> Predict future success (ex: ACT for college)
· talents

· Achievement ( Reflect prior knowledge (ex: Chapter/Unit Test)
· learned

· Interest

· Preferences/attitudes (ex: Career Inventory)
